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Home Movie Duplication 

Video8/Hi8/Digital8 Tape to DVD (easy method) 
The Sony DCR-TRV740 Camcorder is connected to the Sanyo DVD Recorder, and can be used to copy 

home movies from Video8, Hi8 or Digital8 tape to DVD.  Allow yourself enough time to transfer your 

movies. The DVD can hold up to 2-hours of video, and also needs up to 1-hour to finalize the DVD for 

playback on your home equipment.

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Prepare the Sony Camcorder 
1 On the side of the camera, press the GREEN button and turn the selector to the VCR position 

  
You will hear a brief sound.  The LCD display on the other side of the camera will illuminate 

2 Turn the camera on its’ side. Slide the OPEN/EJECT switch and gently pull the door away from the 

camera body 

  

3 Insert your Video8, Hi8 or Digital8 tape 

   

4 Push the door closed where it says Push, and close the lid

4 Use the Camcorder REWIND and FAST FORWARD buttons to 

find where you want to start 

 
 

5 Press Play on the Camcorder 

2 Press Input Select on the remote control 

   and select L1 (Back) 

1 Press the 

Power button 

3 Press Open/Close, Insert blank DVD, Press Open/Close 

7 Press Stop when you have 

   finished recording 

  (video will write to the DVD) 

6 Press Record to start 

     recording 

9 If you want to record other video from the Camcorder, repeat steps 4 to 8 as needed 

   (a new menu title will be created for each recording) 

8 Press Stop on the Camcorder 
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Finalize the DVD 
The DVD must be finalized before it will play on your home DVD player or on your home computer.  You

1 Press the eject button to eject your DVD 

2 Turn OFF the Sanyo DVD Recorder 

3 Remove your tape from the Camcorder and turn it off 

a Slide the OPEN/EJECT button, lift to open the tape lid 

b Remove your tape 

d Push the metal tape cage closed, and close the plastic lid 

e Push the GREEN button and turn the selector to the OFF(CHG) position 

 

 

 

Adjust the Volume
