There are two age categories: Youth (13 – 18) and Adult (19+).
Selected works will be displayed at the Poirier branch from Sunday, September 27 – Sunday, Nov. 22,2026.

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Rules for Entries
 Two-dimensional works only - including, but not limited to, paintings, drawings, photographs,collages, and prints. Must be original artwork created within the last two years (2024 – 2026), that have not beensubmitted to the Juried Art Exhibit before. AI-generated artworks will not be considered for the Exhibit. Works must be dry, securely wired, and framed.

o Unless the work doesn’t require a frame, e.g. works with finished-edge canvases orwood cradles. Works should be no larger than 24 inches wide x 30 inches high and less than 20 lbs.
o A limited number of larger works will be accepted, depending on available displayspace. If your work is larger than the above dimensions, please feel free to submit itanyways. Artists may submit up to two works for consideration. All accepted works must remain on display for the duration of the exhibit. Artists must sign a Photo Release Form allowing Coquitlam Public Library to take and usephotos of them and/or their artwork.
